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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to study the cordition of
school lunch program menagement in Thung Hua Cheng school cluster,
Lamphun Province and to study the attitude to students toward school
lunch program management. Population used in this research were 8
administrators, 8 teachers who were in charge in schocl lunch
program. The semple group was 195 Prathom Suksa 5-6 students in Thung
Hua Chang school cluster, Lamphun Province. The instruments used in
data collecting consisted of questionnaire and observation form. The
collected data were analyzed by computing frequencies, percentage and
standard deviation. The findings of this study were as follows:

1. In the condition of school lunch program management, it was
found that all schools served free lunch to the students everyday which
were funded by the government yearly and also there was money

supported by private firms and other organizations.




The operating personrel consisted of school administrators,
teachers, janitors, cooks and employed cooks; housewife group and
parents in the commmity.

Place used in operating lunch progrem activity, there were
mostly seperate kitchens. Some schools used all-purpose building as
canteens. There were not enough tables and chairs to sit for eating
so they provided'inats to sit on floor.

Purchasing, preparing raw material and cook, mostly appeared
that teachers took turn to buy food, only in some schools, teacher;:-:
had to cook as well, and some schools hired their own COOKS .

Lunch time was divided into two periods which were at 11:00
o’clock for kindergarten students and at 12:00 o’clock for Prathom
Suksa 1-6 students. Students washed their hends before lired up to
receive food. There were enough utensils and plates in all schools.

Cleaning up process, students in all schools were assigned
into color groups to be responsible in cleaning up and they had to do
the whole process of clean up.

Problem found in this study was lack of fund to menage the
program according to the delay budgeting from the govemment.

5. Students’ attitude toward school lunch program, students’
mostly liked to have lunch at school because it was save, delicious,
healthful and clean, and most students involved in cleaning and

cooking.
