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Abstract

The objective of this study was to investigate the attitude
towards English language instruction of students in Prathom Suksa 5-6
who speak Thai as a second language.

The population in this study was 300 Prathom Suksa 5-6 students
~of five ‘schools in the ChaiDaen Phattana School-Cluster under the
jurisdiction of the O0ffice of Chiang Dao District Primary Education,
Chiang M#i Province during the academic year of 1998,

. The attitude test was applied to the population and the collelcted
data were analysed by computing percentages, averages and staﬁdard
deviations and frequencies. The findings were presented using tables
and detailed description. The analyzed data were compared according to
sex, class level and family backgroun&.

The results of this study were as follows:

1. Male and female students’ attitude towards English language

instruction was found to be Tfavorable,



2. The students from different family backgrounds showed different
ievels of attitudes towards English language instruction as follows ;
Lisaw students found the most favorable, Tai Yai students were
favorable, while ULahu, Yunnanese and Kachin students were fairly

favorable, but Lawa and Akha students were moderate.
