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Abstract

This stody aimed to investigate state and problems concerning
participation of primary school committees in educational development of
Udonsuksa primary school cluster under the Office of Chiang Dao District
Primary Education, Chiang Mai Province. The population were 90 members of
school committees including three groups: teachers, parents/alumni, and experts.
Each group comprised 30 persons. The subjects were asked to answer the rating
éuestionnaires, and the collected data were analyzed through frequencies,

percentages, averages, and standard deviations. The findings were as follows:



1. The‘participations of primary school committees in educational
development were found at the moderate level of all groups in three areas,
namely; the areas of suggesting guideiines and participating in the school
management on finance and budget, secking and supporting money, materials,
~ equipments, local experts and local wisdom, coordinating with the goverment and
private local organization as well as enhancing the relationship between school
and community for community development, the area of promoting student
development activities both in and out of schools, the teachers rated at the high
level, but the parents/alumni and the experts rated at the moderate level.

2. Problems concerning school committees participation were found at the
Jow level of all groups in two areas, namely; the areas of suggesting guidelines
and participating in the school management on finance and budget, seeking and
supporting money, materials, equipments, local experts and local wisdom.
However, the promoting studént development activities both in and out of
schools, and the coordinating with the goverment and private local organization
as well as enhancing the relationship between school and community for
community development, the teachers rated at the moderate level, but the

parents/alumni and the experts rated at the low level.
