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Abstract

This study was aimed at examining a current state of and needs
for Management Information System (MIS) for administration of District
Primary Education Offices in Lampang Province. The examination
covered 6 stages of MIS, namely; data collection, checking, processing,
storing and retrieving, analysis and application. Those providing needed
information comprised chief administrators of those offices and heads
of ail divisions .Within those offices in the province. Questionmaire-
based data were analyzed using percentage, average, standard deviation
and coefficient of variation.

The study found the followings:

As‘regardé data éollection the following tasks were performed:
plamning, determining needed information, information sources,

collection methods and time frame.




. As regards data checking the following tasks were performed:
determining checking process and methods as well as correcting defective
data. It was found that checked data were up-to—date and reliable.

As far as data processing was concerned, responsible officials
used computers and calculators in perf‘orming the task according to
prescribed functions of Office of District Primary Education.

As regards data storing and retrieving it was found that data/
information were kept in files, file cabinet and computer disks for
easy retfieval.

As regards data analysis a group of personnel in each office
armed with statistical methods and tools was assigned this task.

Finally, as regards making practical use of data/information it
was found that they wer-e used most in preparing offices’ operational
plans, disseminated within of‘fiws and to relevant personrel. Only a
sméll quéntity was used for research purposes.

It was also found that performance in every stage encountered
certain problems. Generic among them, however, were lacks of budget,
modern equipment and competent personnel. Storing and retrieving
system was ineffective and collected data/information did not meet
users’ demards.

As a consequence, competent and clearly designated personnel
were reported most needed in each stage. Other minor reeds  included
sufficient budget, correction of faulty data/information, specific area
data/information processing, specific room for displaying processed
data/information, checking and cross—checking every time data/
information were gathered and, lastly, data/information dissemination

and publicization.
