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Abstract

This study was an attempt to assess the educational quality,
i.e., student learning achievement, of Mathayom Suksa 3 and 6 students
of Ban Kad Wittayakom School, Mae Wang District, Chiang Mai Province,

a Department of General Education Secondary School. It relied on

Standard Tests prepased by the Department of Curriculum and Instruction
Development, Ministry of Education. Students of both levels were

tested at the end of the 1997 academic year.

Findings or results were as follows:

At the Mathayom Suksa 3 level, the educational quelity, i.e.,
achievement scores, in English, Social Studies and Mathematics subjects
was in general poor. Poorest was that in Mathematics. In this
particular subject 87.79% of the students were found in the seriously-
in need of-improvement category. As regards the English subject

although the overall quality was rather satisfactory, the quality of




writing was altogether unsatisfactory. However, the fair quality was
found only in Thai Language and Sciences subjects.

As regards the educational quality of Mathayom Suksa 6 Sciences-
Mathematics track students it was found that in general it was in the
seriously~in need of-improvenment category, especially in Mathematics,
English, Chemistry, Bioclogy and Physics subjects. Approximately 950%
of the students did not score satisfactorily in English writing. Only
Thai Language and Sccial Studies Tests’ scores were found in fair and
good quality categories.

As for Mathayom Suksa 6 General track students it was found
that achievement scores in the Thai Language subject were in fair and
seriocusly-in need of-improvement categories. In the English subject
as high as 08.18% of the students were found to be in the scriocusly-in
need of-improvement category. In the Social Studies subject the
quality was fair for the most part while it was in need of improvement
and fair, equally, in Physical and Organic Sciences subjects.

Test results clearly indicated that the school academic affairs
administration, particularly curriculum administration was still quite
problematic, especially in Engl ish, Mathematics and Social Studies
subjects at the lower secondary level and English, Mathematics and
Sciences subjects at the upper secondary level. They constituted
immediate problems requiring top achool administrator urgent attention
and action. They also pointed to the urgency of teacher quality
improvenent  with  the aim of increased classroom curriculum

implementation effectiveness and efficiency. = Furthermore, both the




administrator and other involved personnel within the school were, as
forced by Test results, required to drestically alter end improve the
overall curriculum administration courses. The former in particular
had to take an active and leading role in mobilizing all available
resources to seek and identify, in concrete terms, all possible
factors affecting the overall achievement ocutcomes and educational
quality as a whole and, subsequently, actively join hands in planning
to tackle and solve those problems suggested by the results of this

study.
