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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to investigate the computer needs and utiiization in
education reform schools under the Office of Chonburi Province Primary Education. The population
consisted of 124 administrators and responsible microcomputer personnels from 62 schoals. The
population were given a self - administered questionnaire designed to assess their microcomputer
needs and usage. Data were treated using percentage and mean.

The finding of the study revealed that; (1) most of microcomputers had been purchased
form the government budget and inadequacy, (2} majority of administrators and microcomputer
personnels had few experiences in working with microcomputér; {3} there is a great need for
computer personnels, microcomputer hardware and center for computer software; a great need for

microcomputer training and distributive information continuously.
