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Abstract

The purpose of this independent study was to survey the problems and needs
concerning on guidance service of Mathayom Suksa 3 in Educational Opportunity Expansion
Schools under the Office of Wiang Chiang Rung Branch-District Primary Education, Chiang
Rai Province. The Sample groups were 91 Mathayom Suksa Students. The used instrument
was developed as questionnaires and collected data were analyzed in terms of means and
standard deviation.

The finding were as follows:

1. Problems concerning students” all of the five are in moderate guidance services.
Each of the problems are : concerning placement service found that providing financial
support for the students and occupational training during' study were minimal. Concerning
individual inventory service, it was not recognized the basic data on their interests in study
and curriculum and there was no survey of the studenis interests both in academic and
vocational fields. Regarding information service there was not enough information for
furthering study and career, which field they don’t know to select bulletin board display was
not interesting and out of date. In follow up seryice there was no continuity of the follow up.

Finnally, in regard to counselling service students did not dare to consult, citing fear that their



secret was disclosed, being teased by peers and guidance teachers were not trustful and
friendly.
2. Need for guidance service.

Each of the needs which was much level are: Concerning counselling service,
students needed the guidance teacher to be acknowlegable about educational provision and
career education, to be respectable and have emotional maturing. In placement service, the
students needed the guidance teachers to provide financial support and place where they
could continue their study that suited them. In regard to information service students needed
invited resource persons from concerned agencies to enchance the knowledge. The needs

for the other 2 services, namly follow up and individual inventory were at moderate level.
