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ABSTRACT

The objective of this study was to study upper secondary school students’ opinions
about woman’s sake in Thai Literature. The samples were 331 Mathayom Suksa 4-6 students of
Yupparat Wittayalai School, Chiangmai in the 2002 academic year. The samples were randomly
selected. The data collected by using questionaire then analyzed SPSS program for means and
standard deviation.

The findings were as follows :

1. Moral Lessons : both males and females students agreed with this article was good
for present society and should be used to train child;en for proper behavior, good dignity, family
and also peaceful life in society. The sake could be used both in school and family to train
children in proper behavior and good thought.

2. Social Behavior : both male and female students agreed that the sake could be used
nowadays because good conduct and proper expression were the most important in all society and
ages.

3. Family Trend : both male and female students approved that in the ancient time a
wife should pay respect to a husband but the students didn’t agreed with some conducts such as
Wai at husband’s feet before going to bed including washing husband’s feet before going to bed.
The students thought that nowadays male and female have equalrights so some conducts were

proper just only in the ancient time.



4. Career Trend : both males and females agreed to with proper conducts and
successful commercial expression both in the past and the present.

5. Law : both males and females didn’t agree with the right of parents to sell their
daughters or even a husband selling his wife. The students’ reason was that it was unfair folr
women to be inferior to men in all cases because in present society, women rights were approved

by laws. Therefore, women have eaqal rights to men in all aspects.
