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Abstract

The study aimed at developing the quality in teaching and learning Thai for Career
Subject of Diploma in Vocational Education in Chiang Mai Vocational College; the process of
the classroom action research was conducted to find out for the purpose. The number of 27
students, who were in class 1/1 of the Diploma in Vocational Education program (Accounting) of
Chiang Mai Vocational College during the 2™ semester of 2002 academic year, joined in the
study as a target group. The researcher then conducted the pedagogical practices on those 4 units
covering 12 periods (50 minutes each) of the Thai for Career Subject by applying the process of
classroom action research of Kittiporn Punyapinyopol. The process consisted of 3 stages namely:
a) Planning; b) Pedagogical Practice and Research Process; ¢) Revising, Evaluating and Adjusting
the Plan. Those three stages were spirally entwined as cyclic order and could help develop the
pedagogical practices. Eleven sets of Tool utilized consisted of: 1) Tests; 2) Exercises; 3)
Behavior Observing Sheets; 4) Opinion Surveying Sheet after Wrapping each Unit; 5}
Interviewing Forms; 6) Progress Charts; 7) Learning Record Sheets; 8) Memorandums; 9)
Teacher’s Pedagogical Evaluating Sheets; 10} Compositions; 11) Opinion Surveying Sheets. The
data was entirely collected by the researcher before being analyzed to find out its frequencies,

percentage and means; the contents were analyzed.



The results showed that the utilization of the classroom action research could help the
learners acquire higher rate of achievement in learning Thai for Career Subject while their

optimistic opinions on the Thai for Career Subject was quoted at Good level.
