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ABSTRACT

The study aimed at investigating community needs relating to the preparation
of the curriculum of Ban Ai School, Chaiprakarn District, Chiang Mai Province and
proposing guidelines for the development of the curriculum in accordance with the
community needs. The population in this study consisted of 15 members of the Basic
Education Committee of Ban Ai Schoo! while 280 sémples who supplied the data
consisted of parents and representatives of Prathom Suksa 4 to Mathayom Suksa 3
students. Tools applicable for the data gathering consisted of a set of questionnaire,
an interview sheet and group discussion-recording sheet. The researcher herself
conducted the data collection and analysis. Frequency distribution, percentage, means
and standard deviations, were used and presented through description together with
tables.

The study showed that:

1. As for the preparation of the curriculum, the community required that the
scheol provided both general and vocationa! programs for students; parents had to
have a part in learning provision together with the teachers while the school should hold
meetings and invite the parents as well as the community members to attend and to

jointly develop the curriculum for the school.



2. As for the pedagogical organization, the community required that the
school sheuld provide the students with direct experiences and additional vocational
subjects. Vocations needed support at the high level dealt with tourism and local
music performance. The teachers had to provide learner-centered activities that heiped
the students think and have opportunities for direct practices. These learner-centered
activities should foster some desirable characteristics like gratefulness, studiousness,
honesty, self-discipline, inventiveness, problem solving ability and effective expression.

3. As for teaching aids, the community required thal each pedagogical
activity had to be conducted with the application of teaching aids. Authentic resources
such as workplaces, agricultural producing areas, etc. Had to be made use of while
library and learning centers had to be the school's instructional media service center.

4, As for the assessment and the evaluation, the community required that the
school had to concentrate its assessing and evaluating activities upon the students'
capabilities in memorizing, understanding and performance skills. Authentic assessment
shouid be used while students’ accomplishments and learning outcomes had to be
presented to the public.

5. As for the student development activilies, the community required the
diversity of acflivities, for example, excursions, sport and recreation, art and craft, Thai
classical music performance, environmental conservation, religious and culturai

promotion, etc.
