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Abstract

The objective of this research was to study the effect of group counseling on
career decision making of Mathayom Suksa 4 language art program students, Dara
Academy in the first semester of 2004 academic year. The sample included 20 students
from language art program, majoring French. The tools to collect the data were program
of group counseling and questionnaire on job decision.

The researcher developed programs for career group counseling on job. The
programs were launched 8 times, each of which took 1 hour every Tuesday and Thursday
for 4 weeks during July and August 2004, The researcher collected data before and after
the group counseling.

The finding was that the students had tendency to select career which fits
better their own abilities and requirements of the job after having attended group

counseling at .01 level of statistical significance.
