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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this independent study were to study Prathom Suksa 6
students” knowledge and behavior relating to sports playing, and to study the
relationship between the students’ knowledge and behavior relating to sports playing.
The population consisted of 240 Prathom Suksa 6 students in the primary schools in
Mae Cham District, Chiang Mai Province in the second semester of the academic year
2003. The study instruments were a knowledge of sport playing test and sport playing
behavior survey form, The data were analyzed by mean, percentage and Pearson
Product Moment Correlation

The results were as follows :

1. The Prathom Suksa 6 students’ knowledge about sports playing was at the
moderate level.

2. The students’ behavior relating to sports playing was moderately appropriate.

3. The relationship between knowledge and sports playing behavior was

correlated positively at the moderate level.
