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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were aimed to investigate the current state, problems,
suggestions and opinions of the participatory management in private basic education schools,
Lamphun province. The sample of this study were 350 students’ parents in the second semester,
2003 academic year. The instruments used in this study were checklist, rating scale and open —
ended questionnaires. The obtained data were analyzed in frequency, percentage, mean and
standard deviation.

The finding could be summarized as follows :

Most of the students’ parents indicated that there were no participation on the school
planning, organizing, leading and controlling activities. For the participatory needs it were
indicated at a medium level.

As regards planning, most of the students’ parents indicated that there were no
participatory in planning consideration and school projects prioritizing. For the participatory
needs, the participation in school operational plan implementation and information sharing for

school planning were highest indicated.



As regards organizing, most of the students’ parents indicated that there were no
participation in the personnel recruitment. For the participatory needs, their recommendation for
using the resource persons in the community as the school teachers were highest indicated.

As regards leading, most of the students’ parents indicated that there were no
participation in the consideration on the curriculum and instruction development toward the
community needs. For the participatory needs, the participation in the school successful
information dissemination was highest indicated.

As regards controlling, most of the students’ parents indicated that there were no
participation in consideration of the school budget managing. For the participatory needs, the
students’ behaviors monitoring and controlling were highest needs.

As regards the problems and recommendations, it was found that the opportunity for
the students’ parents on the school administration was low. However, the students’ parents lacked
of the knowledge and understanding on the school administration and also lacked of time for
continually participation in school activities. Finally, the schools should provide more opportunity
for the students’ parents to participate in the school administration and school information

continually.
