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ABSTRACT

The objective of this research was to study Grade Level 3 students’ learning
behavior and its factors in History Strand. The samples were 50 Grade Level 3 students of
Chiang Mai University Demonstration School. Constructed observation form and
questionnaire were used in collecting data and the statistic tools used were percentage, mean,
and standard deviation portraying in tables with descriptive narration.

The study revealed that before-class learning behaviors that students performed the
least were talking to friends, waiting for teachers in front of the class, walking around the
class, and reading and preparing for class. While studying learning behaviors that students
performed at the average level were doing the assignment, working in groups, and sitting
quietly without participating in any activities. Behaviors that students did the least while
studying were not coming to class, being a leader to bother teachers, sleeping in class, trying
to test teachers’ knowledge, and reading other books.

The factors that affected students’ learning behaviors at a high level were teachers’
teaching behaviors, students’ readiness, and class environment. Factors on teachers’ teaching
behaviors were letting students involve in the learning activities, using appropriate questions
with good techniques, using correct and easy language, and being able to control temper.
Factors on students’ readiness were taking notes, temper-controlling while learning, being
contented in the subject, and trying to memorize what they have learned. Factors on class
environment were seat arrangement suitable for room size, bad smell problem, and lights in

the classroom.
