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ABSTRACT

This independent study imvetigated parents’ expectation concerning educational
management of Wilawan Kindergarten, Doi Saket District , Chiang Mai Province. Population
under study comprised [27 parcnts from the -above kindergarten in the 2004 academic
year. Instrument used was a questionnaire with items covering essential of the topic.
Collected data were then analyzed through applications of frequency and percentage.

The findings revealed that most parcnts expected more in the following aspects:
providing instruction appropriable to students readiness regarding physical, emotional,
mental, social and intellective; testing and evaluation; providing activities in promotion of
student physical development: tcachers paid attention to and understood students; teachers
were able to provide learning activities to students; proportion of teachers suitable to
number of students; school building and student playground were safe and sound;
classrooms were spacious and clean with sufficient lighting ; providing drinking water and
nutritions lunch/snack for students; various school news were sent to parents; and sending

student development report to parcnts.
