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ABSTRACT

This independent study investigated role of educational institution administrators
in supporting child centered lcarning in basic education institutions, Mae Tha District, Lamphun
Province. Population under stucty compriscd 150 teachers from the above mentioned institutions
in the 2004 academic ycar. Instrument used was a questionnaire with items covering essential
of the topic. Collected data were then analyzed through applications of frequency and percentage.

The findings were summarized as follows:

Most respondents revealed that educational institution administrators gave support and
arranged for climate suitable to {carning activity proviston. They also had helping hands in the
making of instructional plan that had students participated in the activities. Moreover, they
utilized technological media for education and arranged for parents mecting to clear the point
on learning activity provision. As for problems found; they were not enough teachers with
respect to classes, inadequate educational materials for students, discontinuous collegial
supervision by administrator, and disusc of supervision results for planning and for improvement
of learning activity provision. With regard to recommendations, they were in the opposite of the

problems previcusly stated.
