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Abstract

This study was a survey research aiming at studying behavior, causes, and mode of
mobile phone usesd of Grade Level 4 students. The sample consisted of 217 students 146 females
and 71 males, enrolled in second semester of 2004 academic year at Wachirawit School, Chiang
Mai,

Thp findings revealed that mobile phone has become a necessity and important role for
present day students resulting more expenses and excessive to them who were still in school. The
sample students had been familiar with the mobile phone usage for more than 24 months. The
reason mostly cited was to use it in urgent cases. They mostly used it for talking with friends,
short message sending, and contacting parents. The phone tended to be new and with state of the
art technology, costing 5,000 — 10,000 baht. Competition for acceptance among peers were the
main causes in changing old phones to the new ones. Regarding their using behavior the student
used it more than 10 times a day for about 5 minutes each. They had equal number of receiving

and sending calls,
