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ABSTRACT

This research was to study the effect of using group activities on seclf-esteem of
20 hill ethnic Grade Level 3 students, enroiled in second semester, 2004 academic year.

The instrument used included 8 group activity plans and a questionnaire asking
personal information and testing self-esteem. The researcher collected the data before and
after the activities and then an analyzed the data in term of frequency distribution,
percentage, mean, and standard deviation. The findings revealed that the self-esteem of

students increased after participating in the group activities.
