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ABSTRACT

The objective of this study is to develop Wiang Maliga Legend Supplementary
reading book as a complimentary book in the local literature subject under Thai
Language subject group. The book is designed for students in the secondary class
(elementary 4-6). The tools used in this study comprises a checklist to verify the book
against the legend of Wiang Maliga, an evaluation form to assess the value of the
supplementary reading book, a questionnaire for local literature teachers’ opinions, and
a questionnaire for students towards Wiang Maliga Legend supplementary reading book.
Samples for this study are two local resource persons in the Fang and Mae Ai
Districts, Chiang Mai as qualified experts, three experts on development of juvenile
book, 20 local literature teachers responsible for the secondary class (elementary 4-6)
under the Chiang Mai Education Area 3, 40 grade 6" students in the first semester of
education year 2005 at Baan Huay Sala, Mae Ai district, Chiang Mai. The statistics
used in this study is calculation for mean values and standard deviation. The data is
presented in table and descriptive format.

The study found the following results.

1. Two experts who are the local resource persons in Fang and Mae Ai
District, Chiang Mai, veified that the contents of the data and the chronological order

of events collected by the researcher regarding the Wiang Maliga Legend. It was found



that the above contents were accurate and appropriate for the development of the
supplementary reading book.

2. Three experts on development of juvenile books assessed the Wiang Maliga
Legend supplementary reading book that the researcher had developed. Aspects on the
contents and the quality of publishing (i.e. graphics and layout design) were assessed
as very good, with the means values of 4.86 and 4.73 respectively. In terms of
language and illustration, it was graded as good, with the means values of 4.16 and
4.00 respectively. Overall assessment of the supplementary reading book was graded
as good, with the mean value of 4.42.

3. Twenty local literature teachers responsible for the secondary class
(elementary 4-6) under the Chiang Mai Education Area 3 corresponded with the
questionnaire for their opinions of the supplementary reading book. They graded the
contents and the story to be very good, with the mean values of 4.53 and 4.50
respectively. In terms of the in-class implementation of this book was regarded very
good, with mean value of 4.64. The teachers’ opinion towards the overall aspects of
the supplementary book was very good, with the mean value of 4.55. Regarding the
40 students in the 6" grade of first semester of education year 2005 at Baan Huay
Sala, Mae Ai, Chiang Mai towards, the opinions toward the supplementary reading

book was very good, with the mean value of 2.73.
