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ABSTRACT

This study investigated Community Participation in Educational Management of
Ban Mueang Gueed School, Mae Taeng District, Chiang Mai Province. Population under study
comprised 85 parents, 7 basic education institution committee members and 15 Ban Mueang
Gueed Village committee members in the 2005 academic year. Instrument used was a
questionnaire with items asking about essentials of the above topic. Collected data were then
analyzed through applications of frequency and percentage.

The findings were summarized as follows :

Most respondents revealed their participation in almost every aspect relating to
planning, coordination, allocation of resources and evaluation. But some respondents expressed no
participation in educational management with regard to the making of five years plan, the approval
of the year operational plan, and coordination with knowledgeable and experienced person to help
teaching in the school. Moreover, the populace should have more opportunity to participate in

educational management was offered as a recommendation.
