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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this independent study were to study the situation of Ban Kongloy
community’s problem in the aspects of education, economy and careers, politics and government,
religions, ait, culture and festivals, environment and natural resources, local wisdom and to
study the need of Ban Kongloy community about creating social studies, religions and cultures
learning strands in grade level 1 and 2. The population and sample group in this study were
214 people from Ban Kongloy community which were 3 monks, 164 guardians of grade level
1-2 students, 1 community leader, 15 members of basic educational institute commission,
2 members of Tambon Borsalee Administrative Office, 2 Health Officers, 20 Alumni of
Ban‘Kongloy School, 5 Polices from Borluang Police Station and 5 local wisdom villagers.
The instruments used in this study were a questionnaire in check list and rating scale form.
The statistics used in analyzing data were percentage, mean and standard deviation. The
results were presented through tables with description.

The findings were as follows :
1. The problems of Ban Kongloy community in every aspects were the students’
learning achievement was at low level. The teaching leaming provision on elective courses

were not relevant to the need and interest of students. The community did not has the



knowledge and understanding about politics, law in daily life. The community did not use the
religious principles in the situation of living with the others. For environmental and natural
resources, the community did not understand the causes and impact from the change of natural_
environment and local resources. Finally, the community did not study about the history of
their own village.

2. The need of Ban Kongloy community were school should provide learning and
teaching activities in real settings and set the classrooms in democratic environment. The
school should offer the cloth weaving course which was already found in the community.
Furthermore, should offer the new courses on motor skill and dress maker. School and
community, together, should set the learning strands about behaving in accordance with
religions, art and culture, local tradition, and conservation of environmental and natural
resources. For local wisdom, the community should survey and generate the information

about learning resources which were local wisdom such as weaving, agriculture etc.
