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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this independent study was to construct e-Learning courseware for
preparing fundamental of Thai language to foreign students studying at Chiang Mai University.
The content of this study included the fundamental of Thai lénguage which was essential for
learning Thai and the basic information about Chiang Mai University. The subjects were 15
foreign students who were studying at Chiang Mai University in the Bachelor degree programs,
Master degree programs, and Exchange programs. The instruments of this study were the
questionnaire on e-Learning courseware for preparing fundamental of Thai language to foreign
students studying at Chiang Mai University, the e-Learning courseware for preparing fundamental
of Thai language to foreign students studying at Chiang Mai University and the evaluation form

on e-Learning courseware’s usability.

The results of this study were presented as followed: 1) For content presentation, most of
the subjects agreed that the content of this courseware was presented in an interesting format.
In addition, the content was clear, easy to understand and well - designed in terms of content
sequencing. Also, this content was suitable and contained enough information for preparing the

subjects to learn Thai as well as providing them with general information of Chiang Mai

University. Besides, the subjects agreed that this e-Learning courseware was useful and could be
used in a real context. 2) For screen design, most of the subjects agreed that the quantity of texts
and sizes of the pictures were appropriate. Moreover, the fonts were easy to read and well -
designed in every page of the courseware. The colors of fonts and background were suitable and
made the texts eaéy to read. Also, the composition of the items on the screen was suitable and
consistent. 3} For the navigation system, everybody agreed that all the internal links worked
propetly and the links were meaningful and easy to understand. 4) For the overall usability, the
courseware was easy to access, convenient and fast to download. However, a few subjects found
some problems with download time. This was caused by the capacity of the PCS that the subjects

used to access the lessons.

For the suggestions, the content of this courseware should cover the content about Thai
alphabets, vocabularies and conversations in daily life. Finally, the courseware should be
constructed in other versions, such as, Japanese version, Chinese version, and Burmese version

etc.
