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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this study were to create Thai spelling exercises with sign language
and finger spelling for a Prathom Suksa 3 Student with Hearing Impairment of Sotsuksa
Anusarn Sunthorn School and to compare her spelling competency before and after using the Thai
spelling exercises with sign language and finger spelling. The case study was a female student in
the second semester of academic year 2006. The instruments of the research consisted of: 1) 20
Thai spelling exercises with sign language and finger spelling 2) 11 lesson plans 3) word spelling
competency pre/posttest 4) behavioral recording forms 5) after teaching records 6) video
recording. The data were analysed by percentage.

The findings were as follows:

1. The Thai spelling exercises with sign language and finger spelling which was
created by the researcher could raise the spelling competency of the student.

2. The case study’s competency in spelling was higher than before the instruction

through the exercises at the percentage 40.
