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ABSTRACT

This study was to investigate social factors affecting self-esteem of
Mathayom Suksa 3 students. The sample used consisted of 155 students enrolled in
first semester of 2007 academic year in Horpra School, Chiang Mai Province.

The instruments included a questionnaire and self-esteem test. The data were
analyzed in terms of frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation and the
one-way analysis of variance. It was found that the mean of self-esteem scores was
at high level and the students with different social factors did not differ in their
self-esteem except child-rearing practice which was found that students from the
family using democratic child-rearing practice had higher self-esteem than those from
strict child-rearing practice family.
