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ABSTRACT

The study aimed at evaluating the Ruam Duy Chuy Kan Project of Prathom Suksa 1
Students, Montfort College, Muang District of Chiang Mai Province. They were attending the
first and the second semesters of primary program of 2549 B.E. academic year at Montfort
College in Mueang Chiang Mai District. The population of this study consisted of 5
administrators, 12 instructors and 150 parents as well as 150 Prathom Suksa 1 Students.
The researcher applied the CIPP model and a set of questionnaire as tools of this study.
The data derived was then presented in terms of percentage, means and standard deviations.
The results showed that:

1. Environmental Factor—Ruam Duy Chuy Kan project is very appreciate to this study
due to the project is designed to develop reading and thinking skill. Likewise to analize
students writing. Moreover, the project also aimed to develop good relationship between the
parents and the students tighten their love and care. However, some weak point is their
activities to use Thai language should be improved. Including, the project should be jointly

conducted on a continual basis.



2. Basic Factor —Ruam Duy Chuy Kan Project is suitable because the population of
this study is all students in Prathom Suksa 1 at Montfort College attend. Some improvement
is to arrange classrooms that are appreciate to the students. Knowledge by so doing the child
development would be promise.

3. Process Factor—Ruam Duay Chuy Kan Project is very appreciate in good planning.
Having practical activities throughout the year. Another point is to increase more exercise and
content in their work assignment. Moreover, to cooperate the parents as far as the objective
were concerned.

4. Production Factor—The evaluation at the final showed the advance and the
disadvantage of the project. Including suggestion and decision making to improve further
project for the administrators. More suggestion is to include more idea in their sheets.
Expand the project to other level and other group subject. Divert activities and follow up
activities should be done over the students on continual basis. Pretest-Posttest should be
conducted prior to and after the project.
