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ABSTRACT

This study was a qualitative research whose objective is to study the living of female 

students disappointed with love leading to the turning point in their life to become sideline girl 

and life style of sex selling in the society and in campus contexts.The purposive sample included 

three cases  who were female students of a university in Chiang Mai.The researcher collect the 

data by using participant observation and informal interview. She also served as their sister and 

friend during the five months research period.It was found that, the disappointment in love led to 

sell sex by changing sexual relationship from pure relationship to the negotiable them. They were 

persuaded by friend to affiliate with an agent leading to sex selling. After leaving the agent, she 

entered sideline girl’s network with monitary incentive to go with the customer. Regarding living 

in the society, the moral and ethical pressures induced anxiety of being rejected by the society. 

Sideline girl had to conceal her sideline girl status in everyday life, acted properly of being 

rejected in the role in different contexts and allocated the time to achieve her goal of getting a 

bachelor degree and to save money for the future, including the desire to marry a man for a happy 

family in the future.
