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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to construct and use activities to promote love of reading
behavior for elementary students and to study the results of activities used to promote love of
reading behavior of students in elementary school. The target group used in this study were
20 students who were members of top reader community in Prathom Suksa 4-6 in the first
semester of 2010 academic year at Ban RimTai School, Mae Rim District, Chiang Mai
Province. The instrument used in this study consisted of 8 activity plans to promote love of
reading students’ behavior with the total of 16 hours of activity time, love of reading behavior
observation form, and reading recorded assessing form. The data was analyzed by computing
mean and percentage, then interpreted according to the set level.

The results of this study found that:

1. The eight activity plans, consumed the total of 16 hours activity time, were able
to promote love of reading behavior among the students.

2. Over all, love of reading behavior score was at the average of 81.10 and was

at very good level.
