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ABSTRACT

This independent study was aimed at examining the state and problems of teachers
performing in accordance with their prescribed functional competencies. At the same time,
it sought to identify policy and desirable performance recommendations for teachers of
Wangnua Wittaya School, Wang Nuea District, Lampang Province. Key informants comprised
80 teachers and administrators of the School. They were asked to respond to the questionnaire
containing items relevant to the topic under examination. Statistics used to analyze collected data
were percentage and frequency.

Findings were as follows :

The majority of respondents reported that as regards the curriculum and learning
management aspect teachers had actually constructed measurement and evaluation tools and
properly applied them. Regarding the student development aspect, teachers were reported to have
injected in their classroom teaching moral and ethical issues for their students. As regards
classroom management they were said to have introduced positive discipline inculcation. They

were also reported to have classified and categorized student-related problems so that they could



effectively tackle them ; honored their colleagues’ ideas and woks ; provided opportunities for
stakeholders to participate in planning and organizing classroom learning activities ; etc.
However, the following were reported as problems : parents and community were still given
small opportunities to participate in learning management ; had little understanding of school
curriculum ; lack of budget for personnel to enjoy sufficient instructional materials and ICT; etc.
As regards recommendations the following were identified : The Basic Education
Commission allocate more budget for additional ICT-related personnel and encourage the wider
use of diverse materials and technologies ; the Educational Service Area Office invite local
institutions of higher education to help train its teachers in the areas of learning management and
curriculum development in line with the Core Curriculum ; and at the School lever, it was
recommended that teachers be encouraged to utilize technologies in producing instructional

materials and innovations.
