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ABSTRACT

This study was to examine the state and ways of using sufficiency economy philosophy
in providing learning by teachers at Chiang Mai College of Agriculture and Technology.
Population used covered the teacher being in service during the first semester of 2007 academic
year. The instrument used was the questionnaire. The data were analyzed in terms of percentage,
mean, and standard deviation. The findings are as follows:

1. The use of sufficiency economy philosophy in providing learning was based on three
principles; rationality, moderation, and self-immunity. In each aspect, the learning process included
lesson plan, learning activities, learning supporting media, and evaluation. It was found that, in
general, the state of using the philosophy in providing learning by the teachers was at high level
(X =4.07).

2. Sufficiency economy philosophy was used in providing learning in the following manners:

2.1 On the rationality principle, the teachers had used the philosophy in enhancing
the students’ learning through the search for knowledge from various sources for deciding the
lesson plans in the courses to teach. They designed diverse learning activities with guidelines and
procedures, method of learning, learning media drawn from sources close to the students, as well
as the evaluation to determine if the students had reached the learning standard set by the

curriculum.



2.2 On moderation, the teachers had utilized the philosophy in providing learning
by encouraging students to set their own learning plan. In organizing activities, the teachers
encouraged students to participate in the activities and to be economical. The teachers made use
of media for the students’ learning and used authentic assessment in evaluating the students’
learning.

2.3 On self-immunity, the teachers utilized the philosophy by encouraging the
students to set up their own plan for their future. In each course, the teachers had prepared the
activities and inserted morality relevant to the lesson’s content. They used media to supplement
the students’ learning. The teachers provided positive reinforcement using expressions that
enhanced the students’ morale and motivation. Morality and knowledge were taken into

consideration in the evaluation process.
