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ABSTRACT

This study investigated agricultural activity performance according to sufficiency
economy philosophy in secondary schools, Mae Rim District , Chiang Mai Province.
Population under study comprised 33 school administrators, academic affairs heads, and agriculture
teachers from aforementioned schools in the 2007 academic year. Instrument used was a
questionnaire with items covering essential of the topic. Whereupon, collected data were
analyzed through applications of frequency and percentage.

The findings were summarized as follows :

Most respondents revealed that schools did carry out the ensuing aspects : made plan
to implement sufficiency economy philosophy through learning provision ; set up sufficiency
economy philosophy as schools’ policies ; took students out to educational learning resources
outside the schools ; arranged activities for vegetable and herb cultivation ; undertook integrated
agriculture ; taught agriculture subject by doing actual field work ; encouraged students to ulilize
agricultural knowledge for daily life endeavour ; urged students to save ; and ulilized agricultural
activities to guide students to gain self-discipline, diligence, endurance, saving habit,

responsibility, unity, sacrifice, and care with helping hands.
