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ABSTRACT

This study investigated academic affairs performance of hill tribe schools,

Mae Na Wang Educational Quality Development Center, Mae Ai District, Chiang Mai

Province. Population under study comprised 70 school directors, teachers, and educational

personnel who were in active duty in aforementioned center during the 2007 academic year.
Instrument used was a questionnaire with items covering essential of the topic. Whereupon,

collected data were analyzed through applications of frequency and percentage.

The findings were summarized as follows :

With regard to academic affairs administration of the hill tribe schools in the above
center, most respondents expressed the ensuing aspects performed : arranged school environs
suitable to learning ; gave opportunity to everybody to participate ; used learning resources in the
community to help in instructional provision ; lacked of funding in constructing educational
materials and innovation ; encouraged teachers to conduct classroom research ; provided
journals, texts and research works for teachers to use as guidelines in conducting classroom
research ; utilized classroom research results in resolving instructional problems ; encouraged
students to reveal their ability and aptitude ; reported results of objective evaluation to students ;

and provided guidance service and counseled students with problems.
