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ABSTRACT

This study investigated readiness for lab school assessment of Maeonwittayalai
School, Chiang Mai Province. Population under study comprised 55 school administrators,
members of school board, teachers, other staff members from aforementioned school in the 2008
academic year. Instrument used was a questionnaire with items asking about essential of the topic.
Collected data were then analyzed through applications of frequency and percentage.

The findings were summarized as follows :

In an overall picture, most respondents revealed that the above school was ready for
the assessment in every aspect. Regarding student quality aspect, these issues were found:
students were concerned of being Thai and were proud of local wisdom; students had analytical
thinking skill; and students were learning individuals and had computer usage skills. But some
students were not able to use English for communication skills including creative electronic
works. As for teacher quality and life skill development activities, they were the ensuing points:
teachers improved and improvised ways and means of instruction; arranged for various ways of
learning; stressed on real performance and provided activities promoting morality, be Thai and
having sufficient life skills, and developed students’ care taking system by creating positive
discipline. Whereby, some were uncertain that technological innovation teaching materials were

produced. With respect to health promotion and quality of learning resources, it was found that



school had prototype living library. Concerning administration and management quality, the
conditions found were: administrators were willing to be in lab school project; personnel were
placed suitable to the tasks; and worked in team by having community participated in
administration and management. But some were uncertain in technology utilization in
administration and management, including follow-up and assessment of task performance

systematically.
