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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study was to assess Buddhism School Project at Rajaprajanugroh 31
School, Mae Chaem District, Chiang Mai Province. Population under study comprised 54 school
administrators and teachers from aforementioned school in the 2008 academic year. Instrument
used was a questionnaire with items asking about essential of the topic. Collected data were then
analyzed through applications of frequency and percentage.

The findings indicated that most respondents did perform their tasks according to the
ensuing indicators, i.e., input, process, output, and impact. When considering the details of each
indicator; the performed were: being a good person and avoiding vices, being honest, being up
right and could support self, working and learning with perseverance, being diligent, inviting
monk to teach in school, promoting genuine smile between teacher and student, and arranging
school environment without narcotic and vices. As for the nonperformance, few respondents
revealed that there was no board for words of morality and proverbs; where the uncertain was

losing faith/acceptance from related individuals.
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
