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ABSTRACT

This research was to study the effect of constructivist learning activities on reading skill
and reading habit of Mathayom Suksa 2 students. The sample consisted of 54 Mathayom Suksa
2/3 students who took Thai Language in the first semester of 2009 academic year at Rangsiwittaya
School, Fang District, Chiang Mai Province. The instruments included (1) seven constructive
learning modules covering reading for semantic comprehension, reading for phrase comprehension,
reading for expression comprehension, reading for summarization, analytical and evaluative
readings, mind map concluded from a reading, and poem reading comprehension all of which
were to enhance comprehension reading skills and reading habit; (2) reading skill test, and
(3) reading habit scale. The acquired data were analyzed in terms of mean, standard deviation,
and t-test. The findings reveal that, after the experiment, the students had higher reading skill,
comprehension, and reading habit at a statistical significance level. During their participation
in the 7 activities, the students had average scores on reading skill and habit at the level which
was higher than criteria set. The students had good level of opinion on the reading activities.

It was then concluded that the constructivist learning activities could enhance the students’

reading skill and habit.
