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Abstract 

 

This independent study was to investigate the factors related to the decision to further 

study of Mathayom Suksa 3 students in the schools affiliated with Chiang Mai Provincial 

Administrative Organization, in the second semester of 2009 academic year. The researcher used 

the questionnaire  to collect the data which were to be analyzed in term of frequency distribution, 

percentage, mean, and standard deviation. The findings are as follows. There were 88.69% of the 

students who decided to further study. The factors related to the decision at high level were their 

needs, aptitude,values, interest, and academic achievement. The environmental factors related to 

the decision which were rated at high level included the parents, school, teachers and friends , and 

various kinds of information and media. The factors related to the decision not to further the study 

first of which was the student personal factors were their values, needs ,interest, aptitude and 

academic achievement. Factors related to the decision not to further study which were rated at 

modium level included the parents, school, teachers, and friends. The information and media 

factor was rated at low level.
