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ABSTRACT

This study was aimed at investigating the problems confronted by first year students at the Faculty of
Education, Chiang Mai University, and comparing them across the majors. The sample used in this
study was composed of 231 first year Faculty of Education students from 15 fields who were enrolled
in the second semester of 2010 academic year using a checklist covering 11 aspects of problems
confronted by them. The findings reveal that the top 3 upmost problems were on finance,
employment, and living condition at 16.50 %, followed by the ones on health and physical
development at 12.35 %, on academic adjustment and employment at 12.32 %, and on courtship,

sexual relationship, and marriage at 3.18 %.
