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ABSTRACT

This study was to (1) find the effectiveness of the moral and ethics activity package for
developing good citizenship of Prathom Suksa 4 students at Chumchon Ban Mae Hao School,
Lampang Province, to comply to the 80/80 criterion, and (2) to develop the good citizenship of
the students using the activity packages. The population was that of 13 Prathom Suksa 4 students,
Chomchon Ban Mae Hao School, enrolled in the second semester of 2010 academic year. The
instruments used included (1) six activity packages for developing good citizenship of the
students, (2) good citizenship pre and post-tests composing of 20 items, and, (3) assessment of
moral and ethics behavior for developing good citizenship of the students. The data were
analyzed to derive mean and percentage and presented in tables with description. The findings
reveal that the moral and ethics activity packages for developing good citizenship of the students
had effectiveness at 82.77/82.31 which satisfied the 80/80 criterion. Overall moral and ethics of
the students had the mean of 2.72 which was at good level. When mean of each aspect was
concerned, it was found that the moral and ethics towards themselves had the highest mean of
2.76 which was at good level, moral and ethics towards the others had the mean of 2.72 which
was also at good level, and moral and ethics towards the society had the lowest mean of 2.71

which was still at good level.
