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ABSTRACT

The objective of this survey research was to study the role of Social Studies teachers in
promoting environmental conservation activities among Mathayom Suksa 5 students at
Suanboonyopatham Lamphun School. The population consisted of Mathayom Suksa 5 students
from Suanboonyopatham Lamphun School,who took the course during the first semester of the
academic year 2012. The population of 226 sampled students using simple random sampling
method. The instrument used in this study was questionnaires on the role of Social Studies
teachers in promoting environmental conservation activities among Mathayom Suksa 5 students
at Suanboonyopatham Lamphun School . The obtained data were analyzed by using percentage,
means and standard deviation

The results of the study the found that;

1. Most of Mathayom Suksa 5 students who answered the questionnaires were female
in age of sixteen years old. Most of them are also studying in mathematics — science program.

2. Through in - class activities in promoting environmental conservation, students
revealed that they were most satisfied with the activities focused on the significances of
environmental conservation and then the activities which encourage students to conserve the
environment are highly rated. However, in general, teachers had managed the in-class activities to

them at a moderate level.



3. Through extracurricular activities, the students were most satisfied with the
competition in keeping their classrooms or the responsible areas in the school clean and then the
activities which engaging students to use less energy such as turning off the electric stuffs before
leaving classrooms and cycling to school. However, in general, teachers had managed the

extracurricular activities to them at a high level.
