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ABSTRACT

This independent study was aimed to examine roles of the school administrators and
the guidelines in supporting the classroom research of the schools in Fang District under Chiang
Mai Primary Educational Services Area 3. The samples used in this study were consisted of
teachers and school administrators of the schools in Fang District under Chiang Mai Primary
Educational Services Area 3, in the academic year 2011, totaling 251 persons. Tools used in this
study were a questionnaire and structural interview form. The data gained was then analyzed by
percentage, mean, frequency and standard deviation.

The results of the study were found that in an overall image, the school administrator
took a role in supporting classroom research of teachers in an average level. The results of which
can be summarized as follows:

1. In terms of supporting classroom research’s knowledge, the school administrators
gave support by having a policy which involves knowledgeable persons or experts to take part in
developing teachers on the classroom research, and suggested the guideline in promoting
a classroom research by organizing the training or field trip for developing the classroom

research’s knowledge of the teachers.



2. In terms of research material and equipment supports, the school administrators
gave support by developing and improving Internet system as a learning resource for which the
teachers can find relevant knowledge regarding the classroom research, and suggested the
guideline in promoting a classroom research by surveying the problems and needs of the teachers
as well as preparing the sufficient material, equipment, textbooks, and related documents on the
classroom research for the teachers.

3. In terms of financial support, the school administrators gave support by providing
an opportunity for teachers to publish their research, and suggested the guideline in promoting a
classroom research by funding the classroom research project in order to enhance knowledge,

ability, skill and experience in conducting the classroom research for the teachers.
