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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to investigate the community
participation, social and community supports, prcoblems, obstacles,
supports needed from the scociety and community with regard to AIDS
Prevention. It also aimed to study the correlation between the social
and community supports and the community participation in AIDS
Prevention. The study was conducted on a sample of 154 residents in

Ban Tawai, Tambon Khun Kong, Amphoe Hang Dong, Changwaf Chiang Mai.

The study tools were general and in-depth questionnaires. The data
was obtained by general interview in 121 persons selected randomly
from the husbands group, housewives group, young man and woman group
and hy in-depth interview of the 32 persons in the commnunity leaders
group. The results were analyzed in descriptive statistics format in
forms- -of frequency, percentage, arithmetic wean, standard deviation.
The eozrelation were analyzed hy Pearson’s product momenl. correlat.ion

coefficient and multiple regression analysis.
The conclusion of the results of the study were:

1. The community participation, the social and community support
in AIDS Prevent.ion were at a low level.

2. Most of the samples found no problems or obstacles in AIDS
Prevent.ian. Some quoted problems and wanted solutions, increase in
supports e.g. they would like both the government and NGO’s officers
to visit and advise them to maintain consistency in AIDS Alert
Campaisn, Lo give advice on how to live with and talte care of people
infected with HIV and AIDS, in-village nursing home for the sicks,
AIDS education information in the form of leaflets, brochures, AIDS
posters exhibition in village, AIDS Prevention Caumpaign in village
initiated by officers both GO’s and NGO’s and village leaders.

3. In AIDS Prevention, the social and community support and the
community participation had positive and statistically correlation
significant (p < .001, r = 0.8512 ). Social and community support had
a predictive value for the community participation in AIDS Prevention

of 42.4 percent.
