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ABSTRACT

The objectives of the study on carrying capacity of the Queen Sirikit Botanic Garden
are as follows: 1) to study the carrying capacity of the servicing management of the Queen
Sirikit Botanic Garden.; 2) to study in knowledge and understanding of the visitor which
comes to visit the Queen Sirikit Botanic Garden.; 3) to study the expectation and opinion of
the visitors.; 4) to study the behavior of people around the area and the activities of visitors.

Methods of study included using questionnaire and interviewing the people who comes
to visit the botanic garden which is estimate 400 samples and people who live around the
botanical garden 115 samples. Analysis using statistics i.e., mean, standard deviation and chi-
square analysis aiming to understand the expectation and opinion. Its analysis also covered the
understanding and satisfaction of visitor on management of the botanic garden.

The study results have showed that the botanical garden may be capable of accepting
5,200 persons/day until the year of 2007 for the services without disturb or destroy anymore
environment surrounding this area. The visitors who come to visit this garden, mostly,
understand the main objective of the botanical garden and were very satisfied by the
arrangement and landscape of the garden. In terms of the opinion, the visitors demand that the

garden should develop more facilities, e.g. telephones, bookstore, bench, toilet, transportation



around the garden, and also the public relation. They also give high expectation that the
garden should study and be ready to run the garden to meet the same standard as other botanic
gardens. Opinion of the people around the garden, mostly indicated satisfaction with the
establishment of the garden in this area, more job opportunities. There was no complaint about
disruption of daily life by visitors.

Suggestion by this study is to have maps showing the sites for touring around the
garden and should have rules and regulations to keep the garden in good shape. It is necessary
to  charge the entrance fees in order to develop and keep well-maintained the garden
management. Another point is that further study is needed to know how to improve carrying

capacity to lead the garden into top line of the botanical garden same as the other countries.
