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ABSTRACT

This study had the following objectives for investigating the situation, causes and
impacts of the environmental problems along the main roads in the Chiang Mai Municipality, and
the ways and means to deal with such problems. Multi-stage cluster and systematic random
sampling technique was employed for samplifying 960 traders and middle class people residing in
the Chiang Mai Municipality. The area covered 4 district - Kawila, Nakhonping, Sriwichai and
Mengrai. The data were collected by the use of interviewing group discussions, and observations.

The data were analysed by the use of SPSS program for frequency distributions,
percentage, arithmatic means and standard deviation.

The study found that dealing with garbage along the main communication roads
inside the Chiang Mai Municipality was a serious problem, producing the garbage on the average
of 250 tons per day. The problems stemed mostly from the people who lacked of awareness and
also ignored their garbage management.

The traffic problems that took place during the moming and evening hours, affected
the public health and life quality of the people residing in the area. The cause of those

environmental problems arose from selfishness, lacking of the strict implementations of



regulations, responsible authorities and public participation. In order to deal with those problems,
it was necessary o apply not only a collective management style together with co operations

between both state and private agencies, but also involving the public into the problem resolution.
