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ABSTRACT

This independent study is aimed to study impacts affected from tourism
activities and people participation in environmental management from tourism activities and also
comparison between participation in environmental management from tourism activities and
individual factors of villagers in Wiang Kum Kam Ancient City. The sampler of this study is 122
households by simple random sampling technique. Questionnaires are applied as tools for the
study, and statistics for this study are frequencies, percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test and
one way analysis of anova.

The study shows that in general samplers are affected by tourism at moderate
level. The solid waste and occupation issues are the most impact concerns while the least impact
issue is noise pollution, since villagers find all noise from tourism such as from horse carriages,
from tourist tram, or from festivals are not causes of any annoyance for them.

In general, the samplers have taken parts in only some roles on participation in
environmental management from the tourism activities in every aspects. Meanwhile, villagers are
able to be involved most only in pointing out problems and their causes since it is an issue that is
unnecessary to wait for interaction with other organizations. For participation, villagers are
willing to play more roles in every aspects which is considerably should encourage them to do so,
hence, an effectiveness of management would be better if villagers could be involved in every

aspects.



The study of comparison between participation in environmental management
from tourism activities and individual factors of villagers shows that the different individual
factors of villagers such as age, information, and their roles within community have different
participation in environmental management from tourism activities. But different individual
factors of villagers such as gender, residing period in community and educational level have
similar participation in environmental management from tourism activities. The study shows that
the different impacts of villagers such as noise pollution, income, and occupation have different

participation in environmental management from tourism activities.
