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ABSTRACT

The objective of this study are : (1) to study the bird-log documentary of Doi
Inthanon National Park’s tourists in 10 years period (1991-2000), (2) {o survey birding
trails and places for bird-watching tours activities of Doi inthanon National Park, (3) to
develop of bird-watching trails and programs at Doi Inthanon Naticnal Park. Data of
study was obtained from the samples. of the. bird-watcher's record in bird-log
documentary for 10 years, which has 583 samples, and the field survey for birds
species checklist in the wéfking trails was record of 382 bird species in Doi inthanon
National Park. |

The analysis of the study found that 5 main bird-watching trails were used and
295 of bird species were recorded, Angkha trail and summit are the most used trails for
the bird-watching and 78 bird species were found. The check-point 2 and the Jeep
Track are the highest bird's biodiversity and a lot of bird-watchers used the trails and 81
bird species were found here, Mae Oum Watershed management unit trail is the eco-
fone of the hill evergreen forest and secondary. pine plantation for forest recovery and 64
bird species were recorded, Wachirathan Waterfall trail is good for watching strong

stream water birds it is recored for 15 species, Muang Ang Village trails is the



representative for the dry-dipterocarp forest and evergreen gallerry and there were 57
bird species found here.

For the development of bird-watching irails, media interpreted such as map
and bird guide-book should be develop without the trails development of the trails or the
environment al changing, to protect the natural habitat of birds and to develop the
substitute of bird-watching trails for the afternative and oppu_r’tunity of bird-watching
tourism development and the field survey study found that 3 hiking trails and 5 local
community walking trails have the high potential to use for bird-watching trails. The total
bird-watching trails are 13 trails.

For the Development of bird-watching tour program, should be designed
follow the bird-watchers behavior which can ar'range in to 3 patterns, there are

1. The nature-base bird-watching tour program for general bird-watchers who
love the nature and interest in natural eco-system and not demand for only the bird-
waiching.

2. The wild bird-base bird-watching tour program for the birder who demand
to take long time for bird-watching and not interested in the other general tour acfivities -
but need only to spend most of the time for bird-watching.

3. The local community-base-bird-watching tour program for eco-tourist and
bird-watcher who interest to iearn the birds from the local wisdom and knowledge and
would like to touch the way of life and culture of the local community by the local tour

guides.
