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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research  were to study the comparison of
emotional quotient as differentiated by family backgrounds of lower secondary
school students at the opportunity extending schools in Mae Rim district,
Chiang Mai province. Two hundred and thirty students were adminstered The
Emotional Intelligence Test, developed by Sangla Pota, (rtt. =.8524).

The findings revealed that most of the students had moderate level of
Emotional Quotient (EQ). The students with different genders, ages, parents
marriage status and family relationship showed different Emotional Quotient
levels at 0.5 level of significance. The female students had higher Emotional
Quotient than the male students. The older students had higher Emotional
Quotient than the younger. The students whose parents live together had higher
Emotional Quotient than those whose parents divorced. Finally, the students
from the family with frequent argument showed significantly less Emotional
Quotient than the others.

The students separated by educational levels, family status, family
income, state of living and parents occupation were not different in Emotional
Quotient . On the other hand students with different education levels, family
status, family income, and different parents’ occupation did not showed
difference of Emotional Quotient.
