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ABSTRACT

At present, traumatic wounds have increased in terms of number as well as severity.
Effective management of traumatic wounds is essential. The main objective of the study was to
develop a clinical practice guideline (CPG) for traumatic wound management in the emergency
room, Lee Hospital, Lamphun Province. The modified guideline of Chitr Sithi — Amorn and
colleaques of the Institute of Hospital Quality Improvement & Accreditation was used as a
framework for this study. The samples in this study were 5 experts, 4 developers, and the
population was 14 nurses working in the emergency department. Data was collected by the use of
biographic profiles, and an implementation feasibility questionnaire with content validity of .93.
Data analysis was done using percentage, mean, and standard deviation.

The result of the study revealed that a clinical practice guideline for traumatic wound
management should consist of 9 steps, including wound assessment, skin cleansing, local
anesthesia, wound irrigation, wound suture, the use of antibiotic for prophylaxis, tetanus
prophylaxis, suture removal and suture wound care. After 45 days of CPG implementation, all of
the applicants (100%) concluded that CPG is feasible in a real situation.
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The study demonstrated the development of CPG based on the evidence and the
participation of those who involved can be used in real situations. The investigator suggested

further testing for its effectiveness.
