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ABSTRACT

Providing health promoting knowledge is an important role of nurses to enable
people to improve their health. The purpose of this study was to examine levels of perception,
practices as well as problems and barriers in providing health promoting knowledge among
professional nurses at Buddhachinaraj Hospital, Phitchanulok Province. The population included
40 both professional and technical nurses. The research instrument developed by student
researcher. The content validity index of perception and practices were 0.85 and 0.93
respectively. The reliability of perception and practices were 0.95 and 0.97, respectively. Data
were analyzed by using frequency, percentage, mean, and standard deviation.

The results indicated :

1. The total mean scores of perception in providing health promoting knowledge
were at a high level (L = 172.15, G = 18.46). When analyzing four dimensions of perception in
which health educator, target group, learning method, and learning climate are included, they
were at a high level (L1 =47.35, 0 =5.88, |1 = 33.05, G =394, L1 =46.98, G =490 and L =45.53,

O =4.96) respectively.



2. The total mean scores of practices in providing health promoting knowledge were
at a moderate Jevel (M = 141.43, © = 31.02). When analyzing each dimension of practices, the
mean scores of health educator, target group, learning method, they were at a moderate level
(K = 40.00, G = 840, fL=2603, G =779, LL = 36.85, O = 10.49). However, the mean score of
Jearning climate was found at a high level (Ll = 38.55, G = 7.06).

3. Problems and barriers in providing health promoting knowledge were found as
follows: 1) for health educator dimension, lacking training in health promotion program and
lacking skills in developing health promotion project were found, 2) for target group dimension,
inability to evaluate learners before providing knowledge due to too many clients was found,
3) for learning method dimension, the findings showed lacking skills in being guest speaker as
well as lack of supportive learning instruments in providing knowledge, and 4) for learning
climate dimension, the finding indicated lacking places for conducting learning activities and
lacking supportive climate in learning

The results of this study coﬁld bé used as a basic data in developing plans of human
resource in nursing services at out patient department. Providing health promoting knowledge

should be done effectively by considering the problems and barriers in practices as well.
