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ABSTRACT

The independent study has the following objectives

- to study about the roles of members of Changwat
council towards Nai Amphoe in both supportive and obstructive
MANDErsS.

- to find the proper format of inter-relationships
between members of Changwat council and Nai Amphoe in order to
have a better coordinated administration.

— to propose recomendations for the improvements of
the roles of members of Changwat council and Nai Amphoe to ke in

supportive and constructive manners.



The samples which are used in this study comprise of 36
members  of Changwat council whose elected terms of appointment
last from 1990 to 1994, 22 Nai Amphoe and Palad Amphoe who head
Sub Districts in Changwat Chiang Mai from 19 Amphoes ard 3 Sub
Districts, secretary of Changwat council and secretary  of
Changwat Chiang Mai.

The study finds that members of Changwat council have
influencial roles in the administration of Nai Amphoe, both in
supportive and obstructive manners but without interferences in
areas beyond their responsibilities. Members of Changwat council
make recommendations to solve the problems of people in their
constituencies without thinking of the prevailing laws which
prohibit such correcting measures. Mostly, members of Changwat
council do this with the aim of winning the next Changwat
council’s election or to up grade themselves to involve in

politics at national level.
