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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this study were 1) to find out aspects of today traffic
disciplines, 2) to analyze and find out the proper traffic discipline models and, 3) to
study problems and obstacles of traffic disciplines. The researcher collected data by
giving out the questionnaires to two sample groups, 174 of which were traffic police
officers and 83 citizens.

The researcher used descriptive statistics which consisted of frequency,
percentage, mean and standard deviation to describe patterns of quantitative data
and inferential statistics to test hypotheses at 0.05 level of significance. Major findings
could be summarized follows:

1. The traffic police officers had the moderate opinions of the today traffic
disciplines in traffic management aspect, strictness of law enforcement, and spreading
knowledge and understanding about traffic rules and regulations but had higher
opinions in traffic facilitation.

2. Citizens had the moderate opinion of the today traffic disciplines in traffic
management aspect, spreading knowledge and understanding of traffic rules and

regulations, traffic facilitation and strictness of law enforcement.



3. Both traffic police officers and citizens’ satisfaction toward today traffic
disciplines were at moderate level.

4. Problems and obstacles of today traffic disciplines were concluded as
follows:

4.1 Drivers did not have consciousness of traffic disciplines. Many still
lacked driving disciplines, and did not realize that careful driving were for the common
interest of the public.

4.2 Traffic police officers did not set up suitable checkpoints. There
were some unfair practice in enforcing the laws. Other problems included inadequate
traffic information, inadequate traffic police officers and lacking budget to support
traffic management and traffic police officers in their work

4.3 There were also problems of selling and hawking around sidewalk,
construction area, street maintenance and reconstruction which sometimes obstructed

traffic, ineffectual traffic lights and unsuitable town plan.
