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ABSTRACT

The study entitled, “Relationship of Community Relations Police and the People
in Mae Sariang District, Mae Hong Son Province”, is designed to study relationship of
community relations police and the people, people participation in implementation of, and
in implementation of the so-called project.

This study is based on data collected through two sets of questionnaire: the first
is conducted with 72 police officers of the Police Station in Mae Sariang District and the
second is carried out with 381 persons residing in Mae Sariang District, Mae Hong Son
Province. The results of study are summarized as follows:

As regards the policemen, it is found that most of them are of 31-35 years of
age and finished education from Police Training School, and are all noncommissioned
police offers. They have been joining the police service for 10-15 years and have
domicile in other provinces but their present residences are in Mae Sariang District.
However, the majority of the police have been given assignment to be carried out in
accord with the relationship of community relations police project. Additionally, most of
the police who are given responsibility in the execution of the duty have been working
in this project for five years and over, including general services.

Cooperation having been received from people by the police in duty performance

according to the relationship of .community relations project is seen at medium scale in



all aspects: life and property security, public relations and people cooperation, traffic
control and management, general services, and office and its environment improvement,
respectively.

Problems and obstacles having been encountered by the police in implementation
of the relationship of community relations police project are seen at medium scale.

As regards general samplings, it is found that most of them are males.of the age
ranging from 20 and 30, and finished secondary and vocational schools. All of them are
engaged in general employment and earn an average income lower than 5,000 baht a
month; they have domicile in Mae Sariang District, and have been living in Mae Sariang
District more than 10 years. The people have known of the so-called project from their
friends and relatives; they have understood the aforesaid project activities to the best and
used to participate in the relations police activity. But for those who have never
participated in such a work they said they have no knowledge on the project activities.

The people have given cooperation in the community relations, in life and
property security, in public relations and in public cooperation acquisition at medium
level. Besides, they have also given cooperation in traffic control and management at
medium level.

In general, the people have faith and confidence in the police at satisfactory level
and they encountered problems and obstacles in carrying out the community relations

police project at medium level.
